German Language School Trip to the Hellenthal Residential Centre in Germany
The MFL Department is delighted to be able to offer students the opportunity to take part in a residential trip to DJH Jugendherberge Hellenthal, a residential school centre in Rhine-Westphalia, Germany on DD MM – DD MM YYYY. This trip is open to all pupils studying German from year group x.
The trip will provide an exclusive opportunity for students to discover how their studies can be used in real life contexts and to appreciate the differences in foreign culture first-hand. The on-site activity programme will be led by a native German betreuer, who will get students speaking German at every opportunity during their stay in a fun, supportive and interactive way. The programme is built around on-site adventure activities and cultural excursions to local attractions. The programme encourages students to listen and practise their German from the moment they arrive to the moment they leave in an environment that helps students become more confident—and most importantly, have fun!
We will be using a dedicated school tour operator to help organise the tour: Voyager School Travel. They are accredited members of the School Travel Forum (STF) which means that all the organised elements of the trip have been strictly risk assessed by professionals in line national guidance. Voyager School Travel are a fully-bonded member of ABTA (The Association of British Travel Agents) and so the booking is financially protected. Voyager is a trusted organisation and will be responsible for providing all transport elements and accommodation [and insurance].

The Hellenthal Youth Hostel is well equipped with fantastic onsite facilities, including an all-weather high ropes course housed in a huge open barn, and a giant swing activity, set in the centre's woodland, which is designed to promote teamwork. Groups can spend two full days experiencing the on-site activities such as climbing, GPS expedition, rope bridge construction, go-kart building and more!
